Examples of 100 day 

collections from previous years include:  100 paper clips, 100 

pennies, 100 Legos, 100 marshmallows, 100 hair bows, 100 

toothpicks, 100 Skittles, and 100 Happy Meal toys!! 

NOTE TO PARENTS:  Help your child with their collection 

by helping him/her count the items by ones…1, 2, 3, etc. to 
100!  Then encourage your child to make piles of 10s.  After 
your child has 10 piles of 10 items, have him/her count by 
10s to 100!  Challenge:  have your child make piles of 5s 

and count by 5s!  This will be tricky as we have only 

practiced this skill a few times in class. 
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Reward Store…Children have earned points 

by having good attendance and behaving 

well in class.  Children can spend their 

points at this “store” for small prizes.
