We began administering the second round of IReady testing on January 13th.  We place 

a lot of value on this assessment as it provides real-time data showing us how much growth 

each student has made since the Fall IReady testing session.  All students are assessed in the 

areas of reading and math.  Results from this assessment will be shared with you soon.  In  

addition to IReady, grades 3, 4, and 5 were administered the ILearn Checkpoint 2.  The data 

from this assessment gives us one more piece of information to use so that we can best help 

students succeed.  We will be sending the ILearn reports home soon as well. 

 Winter is a great time to shut the TV off and sit down with your children and read to 

them.  I encourage you to read at least twenty minutes per day to your child.  Talk with your 

child about the story or have them re-tell it.  If you have pre-school age children in the house, 

read to them as well – the earlier you start, the better.  Have them point to and identify      

letters, numbers, pictures, colors, shapes, etc.  Let them handle the book.  I assure you that 

the time you spend reading to your children will have a huge pay off in their ability to be suc-

cessful in school.
